HEALTH KITS FOR TSUNAMI SUVIVORS

     The local chapter of Church World Service is launching an unprecedented effort to collect health kits from Central New Yorkers that will be sent to survivors of the Dec. 26 tsunami or be used to replenish supplies of the kits here in the United States.  Church World Service is encouraging Central New Yorkers to place items - along with a dollar for shipping – in a gallon-sized resealable bag and drop them off at one of the designated collections points.

     Here’s what to include in a kit:  6 adhesive bandages, tube of toothpaste, toothbrush, hand towel, wash cloth, bar of soap, comb and nail clippers or file.  Don’t forget to include one dollar.
     Let us help those in need. “Truly, I say to you, as you did it to one of the least of these my brethren, you did it to me.” Matthew 25:40.

     Get a gallon-sized bag from Kathie Shevchuk.  Take it home and fill it with the items listed.  Bring filled bags to church and place in bin by February 13, just in time for Valentine’s Day.  (Can’t think of a better way to say “I love you!”).  They will then be taken to one of the drop-off locations.
