A NOTE FROM REV. BILL KERR

The phrase “Here today gone tomorrow” became a reality in my life during the month of March. One Sunday I was with you preaching and by the next Sunday I was in the hospital with acute lymphoblastic leukemia. The week prior to my learning about the leukemia I had had a conversation with David Bates and suggested to him, “If the church wants I would be willing to fill the pulpit until the end of June.” God obviously had another idea in mind. 


The abruptness of the leaving gave me no opportunity to say good bye and thank you for the opportunity to minister along with you. 


I am amazed how God can move us from one situation to another and still give us opportunities for ministry. During my stay in the hospital I had many conversations with Doctors, nurses and nurses aides about what I knew God was doing in my life. I had to admit that God didn’t appear to be working as I would have liked Him yet many times I heard the medical people use the phrase “It’s a miracle”. Both Marg and I believe God was and still is at work.


I continue to, “Praise the name of Jesus for He is my rock, my fortress my deliverer, in Him will I trust”.


To the church family at FBC Manlius who adopted Marg and myself as part of your family we say Thank you. Thank you also, for the cards, notes and above all the prayer that has made this situation bearable. To date we are encouraged with the results of the chemotherapy.
