Questions & Answers about VBS.

( But were afraid to ask )

Question: I have been reading a lot about Vacation Bible School. 

It sounds like a huge undertaking. How many people does it take to make VBS happen at First Baptist Church of Manlius?

Answer: Last year we had over 60 volunteers to make VBS a success. Some people volunteer prior to the week of VBS because they will not be in town. Some people prefer to be “behind” the scenes and some people like to be in the middle of the action during the week of Vacation Bible School.

Question: I feel like I should do something to help, but I don’t want a big commitment. I probably shouldn’t volunteer, right?

Answer: No, that is not true. We want you to be blessed by serving God. We have many short term projects before, during or after VBS.

Question: I haven’t been to many bible studies. What if a child asks me a question about the bible I can’t answer? 

Answer: I was a little concerned about that myself when I first ventured into VBS territory. If they ask questions, they are usually looking for much simpler answers than you or me. If you are really stumped, be honest and just tell them, “That’s a great question. Let’s ask the Director.”

Question: Who pays for Vacation Bible School? How much does it cost to send a child to Vacation Bible School?

Answer: Our generous church congregation donates funds specifically earmarked for VBS. Last year our spending for VBS was $3,000. That includes the cost of the curriculum, promotions, postage, decorations, bible work books, daily crafts, snacks, a free family picnic celebration on the last day and much, much more. 

We have a window of time that children can register for free. After that point, the fee is nominal. No child is ever refused to attend VBS for financial reasons.

It costs approximately $20 for each child that attends VBS. These costs specifically reflect the supplies they love so much. Their bible memory buddies (see photo), bible study books, crafts and snacks. This cost may be less depending on the amount of donations we receive from the community and the congregation. Be on the look out for a list of supplies you can donate to help VBS. 
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Question: I think I would like to volunteer. Who do I contact?

Question: Is there anything else I can do for Vacation Bible School?

Answer: YES! PRAY !! Please pray for the children that God has planned on seeing at VBS. Please pray for the volunteers of VBS. Pray for the LEADERS of VBS. The leaders take on the major roles of making the bible verses and stories come to life. Pray the children are able to apply the bible points to their own daily lives. Please pray for the parents who will send their children. Pray for the volunteers who have not yet stepped forward. Please pray that God burns a strong desire in the heart of our entire church to help VBS. Please pray for our community and church congregation to be able to bless us with financial and people resources to carry out this mission. Please pray for VBS daily.
